A. Program Description 

 
ICJIA has made available $1,699,266 in FFY23 National Criminal History Improvement 

Program (NCHIP) funding to support live scan fingerprinting equipment grants for Illinois 

justice system agencies. Associated installation, training, customer support, warranty, 

subscription, customized reporting, and/or maintenance costs that are incurred during the grant 

performance period may also be supported.  

 

1. Purpose  

 

This funding opportunity will support Illinois justice system agencies in procuring live scan 

fingerprinting equipment to improve the timeliness, accuracy, and completeness of criminal 

history records submitted by agencies. Justice system agencies may include local law 

enforcement agencies,1 state law enforcement agencies,2 Courts, the Illinois Department of 

Corrections, and other correctional agencies in Illinois. 

 

Illinois is in the early stages of extensive planning to improve statewide firearm prohibitor 

records. In conjunction with long-term planning and solutions, Illinois seeks to address core 

reporting infrastructure gaps by providing live scan technology to agencies that still use 

paper-based processes or obsolete live scan hardware and software. As arrest record 

submissions improve, so will disposition information subsequently added through live scan 

to the Illinois State Police (ISP) and then the FBI for inclusion in National Instant Criminal 

Background Check System (NICS) records. 

 

2. Program Description  

 

Through this funding opportunity, Illinois justice system agencies that submit criminal 

history records through paper-based processes or using obsolete hardware and software will 

apply to be awarded grants for purchasing live scan equipment. 

 

Live scan is an inkless electronic system designed to capture an individual’s fingerprint 

images and demographic data, such as name, sex, race, date of birth, in a digitized format 

that is transmitted to ISP for processing. Once received, ISP electronically forwards the 

inquiry to the FBI for further processing. All of this occurs within minutes and results in a 

biometric identification of an individual with little to no human intervention.3

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ISP is responsible for certification and licensure of Illinois live scan vendors (225 ILCS 

447/31-5).4, 5 Once installed by a justice system agency, ISP is responsible for certifying the 

device to facilitate fingerprint submission to the Criminal History Record Information 

(CHRI) System. 

 

Applicants will be required to obtain three written quotes from live scan vendors. Applicants 

should obtain these quotes to provide accurate budget projections. Agencies selected for 

funding will be required to submit quotes before execution of the grant agreement. Quotes 

may be obtained via outreach to vendors (e.g., website, email, phone) or from published 

online or hard copy catalogues or price lists. Along with the price, the quotes may contain 

other terms and conditions, all of which may be considered when comparing offers.  

 

Eligible agencies 

To be eligible for this award, organizations must be an Illinois justice system agency that:  

 

• Does not currently own a live scan device that allows for CHRI System fingerprint 

submissions to ISP. 

OR 

• Are using obsolete live scan hardware and/or software to submit CHRI fingerprint 

submissions to ISP.

The number of live scan machines an agency may be eligible for is dependent on the number 

of CHRI fingerprint submissions the agency submits to ISP in a year. See the table below for 

eligibility.

4. Priorities  

 

This funding opportunity furthers the following federal and state priorities: 

 

• In response to the enactment of the Bipartisan Safer Communities Act to expand 

access to records available to the National Instant Criminal Background Check 

System (P.L. 117–159), the U.S. Bureau of Justice Statistics (BJS) is prioritizing the 

use of funds to upgrade criminal and mental health records, including juvenile records 

that would prohibit the purchase or possession of firearms (under 18 U.S.C. 922 (g) 

or (n)), to be electronically available at the time of a NICS firearm-related 

background check. 

• This funding will assist state record repositories, state courts, and tribes with 

improving eligible records sharing with NICS, including records in NCIC, criminal 

history record information available through the Interstate Identification Index, and 

records in NICS Indices. With these activities, BJS expects that more records 

(including improved quality, completeness, and timeliness) will become available in 

these systems. 

• Section 7.9 of the Illinois Criminal Justice Information Act establishes the Illinois 

Firearm Prohibitors and Records Improvement Task Force. The task force is 

mandated to “submit a coordinated application with and through the Illinois Criminal 

Justice Information Authority for federal funds from the National Criminal History 

Improvement Program and the NICS Acts Record Improvement Program,” 20 ILCS 

3930/7.9.6 

 

B. Funding Information 

 
A total of $1,699,266 in funding is available through this solicitation. Applicants may request a 

minimum of $10,000 and a maximum of $75,000 in grant funding. Applicants may request up to 

$25,000 per live scan device.

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Agreements that result from this funding opportunity are contingent upon and subject to the 

availability of funds.  

 

1. Award period 

 

Grant awards resulting from this opportunity will have a target period of three months, or one 

quarter. Grants will be executed on a rolling basis as designations are approved by the 

Budget Committee. The award period may be extended to allow for successful completion of 

grant goals, contingent upon satisfactory performance and availability of funds. 

 

C. Eligibility Information 

  
Before applying for a grant, all entities must be registered through the Grant Accountability and 

Transparency Act (GATA) Grantee Portal at www.grants.illinois.gov/portal. Registration and 

pre-qualification are required annually. During pre-qualification, verifications are performed 

including a check of federal SAM.gov Exclusion List and status on the Illinois Stop Payment 

List. The Grantee Portal alerts the entity alerts of “qualified” status or informs how to remediate 

a negative verification (e.g., missing UEI Unique Entity Identifier assigned in sam.gov, not in 

good standing with the Secretary of State). Inclusion on the SAM.gov Exclusion List cannot be 

remediated.  

 

Failure to meet an eligibility criterion by the application deadline will result in the return of the 

application without review and will preclude ICJIA from making a State award. 

 

Applicants are also required to submit a financial and administrative risk assessment via the 

GATA Grantee Portal, utilizing an Internal Controls Questionnaire (ICQ) for the current state 

fiscal year and obtain approval from their cognizant agencies before execution of the grant 

agreement. Delay in obtaining ICQ approval will result in a delay in grant execution. 

 

1. Eligible Applicants  

 

Applicants must be an Illinois justice system agency that submit Criminal History Record 

Information to the Illinois State Police. Justice system agencies may include local law 

enforcement agencies7, State law enforcement agencies,8 courts, the Illinois Department of 

Corrections, and other correctional agencies. 

 

Local Illinois units of government may apply as an implementing agency on behalf of a 

justice system agency that will serve as the program agency. An implementing agency (e.g., a 

county) is the legal entity that accepts and accounts for grant funds and accepts responsibility 

for all ICJIA reporting and compliance requirements. The program agency (e.g., county 

sheriff department) is a subdivision of the implementing agency that will carry out program 

operations.

• Associated installation, training, customer support, warranty, subscription, 

customized reporting, and/or maintenance costs that are incurred during the 

grant performance period are potentially allowable. Any associated costs must 

be a one-time expense made at the time of the equipment purchase. 

 

d) Pre-Award Costs. No costs incurred before the start date of the grant agreement 

may be charged to awards resulting from this funding opportunity. 

 

e) Pre-approvals. ICJIA may require prior approval of the following: 

 

• Applicants will be required to obtain three written quotes from live scan 

vendors for devices. ICJIA may request pre-approval and proof of quotes 

before the purchase of live scan equipment. They may be obtained through 

outreach to vendors (e.g., website, email, phone) or from published catalogues 

or price lists (paper or digital).

g) Supplanting. Grant funds must be used to supplement existing funds for program 

activities and must not replace those funds that have been appropriated for the same 

purpose. If grant funds will be used for the expansion of an existing program, 

applicants must explain how proposed activities will supplement, not supplant, 

current program activities and staff positions. Agencies may not deliberately reduce 

local, federal, state, or other funds because of the existence of these grant funds. A 

written certification may be requested by ICJIA stating that these funds will not be 

used to supplant other state, local, federal, or other funds.  

 

Supplanting will be subject to application review, pre-award review, post-award 

monitoring, and audit. If there is a potential presence of supplanting, the applicant or 

grantee will be required to supply documentation demonstrating that the reduction in 

non-federal resources occurred for reasons other than the receipt or expected receipt 

of federal funds.

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1. Review and Selection Process 

 

Applications will be reviewed, and selected applications recommended to ICJIA’s Budget 

Committee. The Budget Committee is expected to select applicants in July 2026. Please 

check the ICJIA Website for updated Budget Committee meeting dates. Applicants will be 

notified of the Budget Committee's decision. 

 

All applications are screened for completeness, including GATA pre-qualification and ICQ 

submission for the current state fiscal year. Applications that are not complete will not be 

reviewed and will be denied. Selected applicants will receive a separate automated Euna 

notification announcing the award of the grant.   

 

ICJIA may invite applicants to answer clarifying questions and modify budgets that include 

unallowable or unreasonable costs. NOFO application budgets will be reviewed for 

allowability, completeness, and cost-effectiveness. ICJIA will perform an in-depth budget 

review of all grants awarded and may require budget modifications that do not materially 

change the nature of the program.   

 

Successful applicants whose applications contained unallowable or unreasonable costs may 

have their awards reduced by the total amount of those costs. Upon the applicant's acceptance 

of the grant award, the announcement of the grant award shall be published by ICJIA on the 

GATA portal. 

 

2. Appeal Process  

 

Unsuccessful applicants may request a formal appeal of the evaluation process. Evaluation 

scores and funding determinations may not be contested and will not be considered by 

ICJIA’s Appeals Review Officer. The appeal must be submitted via Euna within 14 calendar 

days after receiving a Funding Opportunity Declination Letter from ICJIA. The appeal must 

include, at a minimum, the following: 

 

• Statement indicating a request for a formal appeal 

• A statement of reason for the appeal  

• Name and address of the appealing party 

• Identification of the grant program

3. Debriefing Process  

 

Unsuccessful applicants may request a debriefing for feedback to improve future 

applications. Debriefings include written advice on the strengths and weaknesses of 

applications using the evaluation and review criteria.  

 

Requests for debriefings must be made via email and submitted within seven calendar days 

after receipt of notice. Debriefing requests will not be granted if there is an active appeal, 

administrative action, or court proceeding. The written debriefing requests shall include:  

 

• The name and address of the requesting party. 

• Identification of grant program.
